The Fifth Annual Keepin’ It Rural 5k/10k trail race and
hike celebrates North County San Diego’s rural spaces
and aims to raise awareness of the importance of
preserving an intact environment as a source for the
health and well-being of communities and people.

The race course is set in the Elfin Forest Recreational
Reserve, alongside the Olivenhain Dam. The Elfin
Forest Reserve offers approximately 11 miles of hiking,
mountain biking, and equestrian trails. The Keepin’ It
Rural event is a rare chance to enjoy additional areas
normally closed to the public.

Participants can elect to run or walk the 5K or 10K.
Courses are set on a challenging single track trail
featuring rocks, decomposed granite and sandy
terrains. For hikers looking to enjoy this local treasure
at a more leisurely pace, the 5K course offers scenic
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mountain viewing points and a trail surrounded by
native plant communities such as chaparral and
coastal sage scrub.

With over 250 runners and supporters expected,
Keepin' It Rural is a fantastic way for your business
to showcase itself among a multi-generational group
of athletes and outdoor enthusiasts. Participants are
predominently residents from the local communities
of Carlsbad, San Elijo Hills, San Marcos, Escondido
and Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove/Eden Valley.

This race is organized by the The Elfin Forest Harmony
Grove Town Council (EFHGTC), a 501(c)(3), volunteer-
run organization dedicated to the preservation of the
rural community character, open space and natural
habitat of the Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove area.
